The Captain’s Mast 
  Pope John Paul II warned Catholics, 
and pastors of the Church in particular, 
that failure to proclaim the truth about 
marriage and the family is a “grave 
omission”. 
 Among the Church’s priorities is “the 

promotion and defense of the institution
of the family, today so attacked from different fronts 
with many and subtle arguments.” The pope made his 
remarks in a meeting with a group of Colombian 
bishops. 
 Regarding marriage, the pope told them that today “we 

witness a current, very widespread in some parts, which 
tends to weaken its true nature.” 
 It is necessary to continue to proclaim with firmness, 

as a real service to society, the truth on marriage and the 
family established by God,” he said. 
  “To fail to do so would be grave pastoral omission that 
would lead believers to error, as well as those who have 
the grave responsibility to make decisions on the 
common good of the nation,” John Paul II continued. 
 “This truth is valid not only for the Catholics, but for 

all men and women without distinction, as marriage and 
family constitute an irreplaceable good of society, 
which cannot remain indifferent in face of its 
degradation or loss of identity,” the pope said.
